N’Joy can be used as a removable USB storage device without installing USB driver program with Windows ME/2000/XP.

· Lyrics Display for MP3 Files 

N’Joy displays lyrics in three lines for MP3 files on EL-backlight LCD so that a user can sing along while listening to the file. 
Multi-language lyric support is available by Korean, English, Japanese and Chinese.
· Timer Recording

N’Joy supports Pre-set Recording as we do with VCR. Timer goes off automatically according to pre-set schedule and inactivates voice recording or FM radio program recording. 

· Time stamping

N’Joy names and stores the file according to the time recorded. This enables a user to verify the time recorded easily.

· Voice-Activated Recording 

N’Joy detects sounds automatically and activates recording function so that a user can save the memory space.
· Alarm function
The function of alarm starts on a set time. Available to set the sound based on user’s taste.

This is to format the whole memory, however, requires a long formatting time. Please check the battery capacity because the current consumption for this formatting is relatively high. This can be used only when restoring the memory due to its malfunction. 

· UPGRADE 

This is to download firmware to upgrade function and performance of the player. 

For more information, please refer to the manual to be provided with firmware.

SYSTEM INFO

This is to provide information about the system of a main unit such as

· MEM (Imbedded memory capacity),

· FREE (Remained memory), and

· VER (firmware version).

Remarks

Memory capacity attached on the back side of unit and memory capacity mentioned on SYS INFO have a chance to be different memory capacity. Because, Firmware part to work unit and traditional way of display are existed.

MUSIC MODE

This is to move into the folder search mode.

SAVE PRESET / DEL PRESET

· SAVE PRESET: This is to store the channel selected manually. For the information about manual search for FM channel.

· DEL PRESET: This is to delete the frequency stored from PRESET mode.

· When selecting FM radio channel: DEL PRESET will be displayed if a user selects frequencies from preset frequencies and SAVE PRESET MENU will displayed if a user selects manually respectively.

AUTO PRESET 

· This is to scan all FM frequencies ranged from 88MHz to 108 MHz and store frequencies in active automatically.

· This enables to store up to 20 channels.

Files or folders can be dragged and copied in the process of downloading or uploading.

Editing Lyrics

Editing Process
